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RULES OF USE OF THE KITESURF ZONE IN THE KITESURF CLUB SANT PERE PESCADOR 

Rights and duties of the members:

The club of kitesurf St. Pere Pescador puts at the disposal of its members:
The club has all permission to be able to practise the modality of kitesurf in the zone of the Shops (Les Botigues).
Each member is covered with an insurance of accidents and public liability that covers him/her in the kitesurf zone for a year.
The members will have a zone for taking off and landing with their equipment.
During the season the club reserves its right of using all the zone for the organization of events or concentrations of kitesurf.
The members will have discounts in all activities that the club organizes.

Duties:

Zone of kitesurf organized in two areas:
- Zone A - schools.
- Zone B - taking off and landing.
Zone A lying in the south will be regulated by the schools.
Zone B lying in the north will be the zone for taking off and landing for members of the Club, they themselves shall watch over for a correct use.
The zone is limited by a canal balisat, this canal is exclusively to enter and to go out.

Given the great influx of kiters in the summer and the reduction in the kitesurf zone we will take into account the following rules:

1) Using the canal exclusively for entering and going out.
2) Not making maneuvers in the canal.
3) Not invading the zone of schools.
4) Sailing 200 m far from the shore and avoid the crowds in front of the zone.
5) Zone B is not a kitesurf parking space: if you stop sailing, pick up your equipment to leave free space. If you make a pause, pick up the lines to leave space for other members.
6) Bring the bracelet that proves your membership in the handle of the harness, this is personal and untransferable.
7) In the event of east wind or precarious conditions of wind that make sailing close-hauled impossible, avoid sailing.
8) In zone B it is not allowed to fly on land.
9) Not being with the kite in its zenith near the water.
10) With yellow/ red flag there is no rescue service, the responsibility is lies to the member.

Preferences:

- The expert sailor, by courtesy, will always leave free way to the beginner.
- In the event of direction of collision, the sailor on starboard (right hand in front) has preference, therefore he / she will not change the direction and the kite will rise so that the other sailor passes, the latter (on the left hand in front) will fall down in the same direction of the wind and will lower the kite.
